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Bridger-Teton Plans Prescribed Burn 

Kemmerer, Wyo. – The Bridger-Teton National Forest plans to conduct a prescribed burn in the Fontenelle area this spring.  The Fontenelle Willow Prescribed Fire project is located in Lincoln County, 25 miles North of Kemmerer, WY.  Previous treatments on this project included 131 acres in 2003.  The burn consists of 572 acres within a 7900 acre project area of willows, sage/grass, aspen and conifer located in the Fontenelle Creek Grazing Allotment in the Fontenelle Creek Drainage.  

The primary objective of the burn is to remove decadent Booth and Geyer willow adjacent to Fontenelle Creek in order to promote new growth within the stands, thus improving grazing and forage conditions for wildlife and livestock to agency, state, and private lands while restoring fire-adaptive ecosystems. The next stage of the project consists of 217 acres to be burned as early as April 1, 2010, 224 acres is planned for spring of 2012 and finally, 131 acres for spring of 2014.
 
This vegetation treatment is an interagency cooperative effort with Wyoming Game & Fish Department, Wyoming Wildlife & Natural Resource Trust, V Cross Cattle Company, and Teton Interagency Fire.
