Transition day today, transfer of command 9/17 0600.  Shutting down ICP at 
Garden Valley today.  Standing up Lowman ICP tomorrow, should be able to 
feed in Lowman tonight.   
 
Bruce Meadows spike camp is shut down, Idaho City has been shut down for 
about a week. Working the N and W side of the fire, which is primarily 
where the activity has been. 
 
Crews still spiked at Deadwood Res…appx 400 people.  In steep demob, will 
have 5-6 T1 and 3 T2IA crews left on the incident. Demobing all contracted 
engines and ordering agency where needed.  2 Medium and 2 light 
helicopters remain, released all T1 …airbase remains in Garden Valley.  BOF 
may use their ship for local IA…as well as the Krassel ship. 
 
No injuries or accidents to report. FYI there is no cell coverage in Lowman, 
will let us know when landlines established.
