DESCRIPTION:	This course provides students with the skills to perform as an expanded dispatch recorder (EDRC). The first day of class will focus on how an expanded dispatch works and the skills needed to be an EDRC. The second day of class will be an introduction to the Resource Ordering and Statusing System (ROSS).  The third day of class will be hands on ROSS simulation. Class size will be limited 20 students.

TARGET GROUP:	Individuals who have had no previous training or experience in the dispatch function and who will be called on as needed to assist in the expanded or initial attack dispatch organization.  EDRC is a FS IFPM requirement.
