In addition, a clinometer for determining tree height may be useful (but not required) for A-219 if a student has one and knows how to use it. 

There will be field exercises on Thursday; all students will be required to have full PPE – nomex protective clothing, leather gloves/boots, hard hat, eye and ear protection available.  Students should also bring a sack lunch for Thursday, a flight helmet and King radio, if available.
