c. No rolled up sleeves.
5. Boots on from Tent in the AM ( Tent in the PM (Exceptions necessary if you need to visit the medical unit).
6. Always line out by squad  (  Tool order when heading out on line and back to vehicles.    (Accountability)

7. Line out for Dinner: Crewboss and FFT1s eat last.
8. Squad Leaders assign camp chores and ensure they are completed in a timely manner.
9. AM timetable:
a. Breakfast finished prior to AM briefing.
b. Complete camp chores during AM briefing or night before, if time allows.
c. Be prepared to depart camp when AM briefing is finished.
10. Encourage training during down time (not to last more than a few hours):
a. GPS/Compass Use
b. Belt Weather kit
