DESCRIPTION:	This course provides students with the skills to perform as an expanded dispatch recorder (EDRC). Topics include the structure of the expanded dispatch organization, description of resource ordering and statusing process, and the importance of the EDRC having effective communication skills and working relationships. The course gives a very general overview of Resource Ordering and Statusing System (ROSS) – it does not teach students how to use ROSS.  Class size will be limited 15 students. 

	Note that a 3-day Basic ROSS Workshop (combining lecture and hands-on practice) will be held after D-110, May 23-25 which is designed to instruct students in the use of the ROSS application.

TARGET GROUP:	Individuals who have had no previous training or experience in the dispatch function and who will be called on as needed to assist in the expanded or initial attack dispatch organization.  EDRC is a FS IFPM requirement.

PREREQUISITES:	None

SCHEDULE:	The course will begin at 0900 hours on Monday, May 21 and conclude by 1600 hours on May 22.

COST:	No tuition.  Students and instructors are responsible for travel and per diem.
