DESCRIPTION:	The purpose of RX-341 is to provide students with the skills/knowledge to prepare a prescribed fire plan for technical review and approval in accordance with the Interagency Prescribed Fire Planning and Implementation Procedures Reference Guide.
Students desiring to take both RX-341 and RX-301 (Prescribed Fire Implementation) will benefit from taking RX-341 first.

TARGET GROUP:	This course is suggested training for all students who are involved in or plan to be involved in the preparation of prescribed fire plans.  Other positions that would benefit from this course are air regulators, fire ecologists, and fire planners.

OBJECTIVES:	Describe prescribed fire planning policies and guidelines.  Identify and describe the processes involved in preparing a prescribed fire plan.  Develop and defend a prescribed fire plan that safely meets management objectives.

PREREQUISITES:	1.  Proficient in the use of BehavePlus.
	2.  Introduction to Wildland Fire Behavior Calculations (S-390).
	3.  Successful completion of pre-course work (~ 2 hours)
IN ADDITION
· Fire personnel must be qualified as Incident Commander Type 4 (ICT4).
· Resource personnel must have knowledge of fire management principles and techniques.

SCHEDULE:	The course will begin at 0800 hours on Monday, April 30, and conclude by noon on Friday, May 4.

COST:	No tuition.  Students and instructors are responsible for travel and per diem.
