DESCRIPTION:	This course is designed to assist wildland and structure firefighters who will be making tactical decisions when confronting wildland fire that threatens life, property, and improvements in the wildland/urban interface.  Instructional units include interface awareness, size-up, initial strategy and incident action plan, structure triage, structure protection tactics, incident action plan assessment and update, follow-up and public relations, and firefighter safety in the interface.
	Note:  Class size will be limited to 25 students.

TARGET GROUP:	Personnel desiring to be qualified as an incident commander type 4 (ICT4) and strike team leader (STPL, STDZ, STEN, or STCR); engine operators, chief officers, and company officers of structural fire departments; leaders from municipal planning, law enforcement and emergency management disciplines

PREREQUISITES:	Wildland firefighting agencies:  Students must be FFT1 qualified.
	Structural fire departments:  Students should have completed I-100, L-180, S-130, S-190, and S-131, or equivalent training.
Students attending this course must be knowledgeable of their agency firefighting policy as it relates to wildland/urban interface fires.

SCHEDULE:	Training will begin at 10:00 hours on Tuesday, May 8, and conclude by 16:30 hours on Friday, May 11.

COST:	No tuition.  Students and instructors are responsible for travel and per diem.
