DESCRIPTION:	This is an entry-level course providing training in the functional roles and responsibilities connected with firing operations.  The course covers planning, ignition procedures and techniques, and equipment applicable to wildland and prescribed fire.  This course also addresses the role of the firing boss as the organization manages escalation from a non-complex to a complex fire situation.  Classroom limited to 20 students.

TARGET GROUP:	Personnel desiring to be qualified as a FIRB and resource personnel involved in fire use.

PREREQUISITES:	Read through pre-course work materials and complete package which must be brought to class for discussion and review (~2 hours).

	Successful completion of Intermediate Wildland Fire Behavior (S-290).

SCHEDULE:	Classroom training will begin at 0800 hours on Monday, May 7, and conclude by 1600 Wednesday, May 9.  A field portion is planned depending on weather, fuels, etc., and the schedule will be adjusted accordingly.  This course will include pre-course work, which will be sent electronically upon selection.

COST:	No tuition.  Students and instructors are responsible for travel and per diem.
