DESCRIPTION:	This course covers aircraft types and capabilities, aviation management and safety for flying in and working with agency aircraft, tactical and logistical uses of aircraft, and requirements for helicopter take-off and landing areas.  

TARGET GROUP:	All single resource bosses, incident commanders type 4, and support dispatchers.  This coursed is recommended for all aviation users.

PREREQUISITES:	Read the pre-course work material and become familiar with its contents at http://training.nwcg.gov/pre-courses/s270/s270.html.

It is also strongly recommended that the following on-line courses be completed as preparation for the training: A-101, Aviation Safety; A-105, Aviation Life Support Equipment; A-106, Aviation Mishap Reporting; A-108, Preflight Checklist & Briefing/Debriefing; and A-113, Crash Survival.  The Forest Service has adopted IAT (Interagency Aviation Training) standards, and these courses are the minimum for an agency passenger in IAT.  Additional IAT courses are available online to qualify a person for Fixed Wing Flight Manager, which is equivalent to the old Forest Service “Chief of Party”.  These courses can be found at the IAT website at https://www.iat.gov/.  Students who do not have an existing IAT profile may need to create one.  Please contact the course coordinator with any questions.

SCHEDULE:	The course will begin at 1300 hours on Wednesday, May 23, and conclude by 1200 on Friday, May 25.

COST:	No tuition.  Students and instructors are responsible for travel and per diem.
