Subject:  S-270 / 271 Selection Memo

To:  Local / Agency Training Representatives

The following individuals have been selected to attend S-270 Basic Air Operations and S-271 Helicopter Crewmember, training scheduled for October 17-21, 2011 at the Craig Mountain Supervisory Area Office, 014 East Lorahama in Craigmont, Idaho.  

This training will start at 0900 hours on Monday, October 17, and conclude by 1700 hours on Friday, October 21.  Course agendas are interwoven, and students must participate in the entire week of training.  One day (Friday) will be spent in the field; and PPE and fire gear will be required.

Students need to bring a handheld calculator and an IRPG (Incident Response Pocket Guide, NFES 1077) with them to the training.  An IHOG (Interagency Helicopter Operations Guide, NFES 1885) may be useful for students to bring, but is not required.  In addition, a clinometer for determining tree height may be useful (but not required) for A-219 if a student has one and knows how to use it.  There will be field exercises on Friday, all students will be required to have full PPE – nomex protective clothing, leather gloves/boots, hard hat, eye and ear protection available.  Students should also bring a sack lunch for Friday and a King radio, if available.

Students must successfully complete A-110 Aviation Transportation of Hazardous Materials on the Interagency Aviation Training website https://iat.nifc.gov/ and bring a copy of the certification with them on the first day of class.

For S-270, there is a pre-course work reading assignment, “Basic Aviation Safety”, which needs to be completed prior to the course in order to become familiar with important terms and concepts. Students can be read online at http://training.nwcg.gov/pre-courses/s270/s270.html
