OBJECTIVES:	Demonstrate an understanding of the concept of Command as it relates to the ICT3.
Demonstrate effective foundation skills (leadership, risk management, and communications at the ICT3 level. 
Develop situational awareness of incident environment. 
Demonstrate effective command and control over a quickly assembled team in a time constrained and rapidly changing incident environment. 
Demonstrate the ability to manage an incident. 
Conduct post fire activities. 

PREREQUISITES:	Qualified as an ICT4 and qualified as a TFLD
or
	Qualified as an ICT4 and STL and any two SRB (one must be crew or engine)
	Satisfactory completion of pre-course work (6-8 hours)

SCHEDULE:	The course will begin at 0800 hours on Monday, April 23, and conclude by 1700 hours on Wednesday, April 23.

COST:	No tuition.  Students and instructors are responsible for travel and per diem.
