

2008 Clear/Nez Preamble

Seasonal Review: The 2008 fire season was well below average in both number of starts and acres. One noteworthy incident, the Porcupine fire, was a very good illustration of where the 2007 Northern Rockies AMR philosophy is paying dividends in reducing exposure to firefighters and reducing costs. The potential for the Porcupine fire to become large and costly was obvious from the fire activity exhibited during the first burning period, threats to values at risk were relatively low and a quick decision to manage the fire by mitigating the risks was made. In the past this fire would have most likely been managed by a T2 Incident Management Team, primarily because of the inability of the unit to manage the logistics of an incident in the remote country in which the fire was burning. The District chose to utilize the Zone T3 team to manage the incident, which took into consideration the complexity of the incident, and the Line Officer’s objectives.  This decision was cost effective, and provided a safer work environment for the limited number of personnel assigned.

Fuels: The Clear/Nez Fire Zone produced approximately 16,500 acres of fuels treatments in 2008. We had a slow start in the prescribed burning program with no spring burn window on the Nez Perce Forest, due to almost constant moisture and green up. The summer was cooler and wetter than normal, with much less lightning. The Clearwater Forest was able to burn in mid August and several burn windows were available on both Forests through most of September, which is very unusual. At least one significant burn window was missed due to smoke conditions. The excellent burn windows in the fall allowed the Zone to produce about 10,000 acres of prescribed fire for targets in both 2008 and 2009. Another significant accomplishment was taking advantage of some late 3rd quarter supplemental fuels funding to accomplish a little more than 2,000 acres of pre-commercial thinning in the wildland urban interface on both forests. This was accomplished by a collaborative effort between Silviculture, Fuels and the Procurement shops. 

Smoke Management: Smoke management coordination continues to be a significant part of managing fire, particularly prescribed fire and wildland fire use. The coordination between local partners, Montana/Idaho Airshed Group, Nez Perce Tribe, Montana DEQ, Missoula County, and Idaho DEQ (both Agricultural and Wildland smoke coordinators) and all the burners on the Zone requires extensive communication throughout the year, and constant communication during the burning season, to facilitate burning when smoke conditions have the potential to affect the public. 

2008 Kudos’: We had a very productive season, with the limited fire activity on the Zone; we still supplied firefighting resources to other parts of the country and exceeded our target of $750,000 in fire personnel time on suppression & wfu incidents across the country. We worked hard to accomplish a large scale fall prescribed fire program in a safe and cost efficient manner. We took advantage of additional funding available to accomplish a significant amount of pre-commercial thinning in the wildland urban interface by working in an integrated fashion with folks on both Forest’s.

The helicopter program for the Clearwater/Nez Perce Fire Zone provided initial attack, passenger/cargo transport, extended attack fire support, water bucket work and natural resource management support on the fire zone and nationally.

 
Four Forest Service exclusive– use helicopter contracts were administrated on the zone in 2008, two type–III high performance helicopters, one restricted type –II FS national contract helicopter and one type- I FS national contract helicopter. The two type - III Bell 206 L4 contracts, one for 100 days and the second for 80 days, were procured with Hillcrest Aviation Company from Lewiston, Idaho. One type – III helicopter was based in Grangeville, Idaho at the Grangeville Air Center. The second type – III helicopter was based at the Musselshell Work Center on the Lochsa Ranger District, Clearwater N.F.


A FS National Contract type–II helicopter procured with Archer Avaition was based at the Grangeville Air Center.  The FS National Contract type – I helicopter was procured with Helicopter Transport Services Inc. from Corvallis, Ore. and was based at the Grangeville Air Center.


The Grangeville type–III exclusive use contract helicopter N662H, flew a total of 144.8 + hours. The total fire flight hours were 115.9 hours and the total non–fire (project) flight hours were 28.9 hours. A total of 9 initial attack fire missions were flown and 5 large fires were supported. Helicopter 662H transported 27,486 pounds of internal cargo, 47,218 pounds of external cargo 270 passengers and dropped 44,246 gallons of water.

Grangeville Smokejumpers

2008 Annual Report
2008 Season Summary
The Grangeville smokejumper program employed 30 smokejumpers in 2008.   The fire season was very much below average for Region One.  The first smokejumper fire staffed out of Grangeville this season was on July 21st on the Idaho Panhandle.  We staffed 13 initial attack fires with  48 jumpers (12 of the 13 fires were jumped.)   

As a result of the minimal fire activity in Region One, our smokejumpers spent most of the summer on the road either boosting other smokejumper bases or being utilized as single resources on larger extended attack fires in California and the Northwest.  

It is interesting to note that while the Region One fire season did not provide many opportunities for initial attack, the number of days our employees spent on fire assignment and project work remained essentially the same as those in 2007.  (Days spent by jumpers at their home unit and not on assignment are not included in these numbers.)

2007:  1,631 Fire Suppression Days, 999 Project Days for a total of 2,664 days in the field.

2008:  1,687 Fire Suppression Days, 946 Project Days, for a total of 2,635 days in the field.

This indicates not only the efficiencies of the national shared resources concept, but the adaptability of the smokejumper program in moving between initial attack and extended attack in response to local and national needs.

Nationally, the Grangeville smokejumpers made 432 jumps (both fire and proficiency) with 1 minor injury. There were no lost time injuries.  

The Chart below illustrates how our employees were utilized in fiscal year 2008.
Days spent on initial attack (jumper fires, ground fires, and fire use) represent only 19% of our activities while single resource assignments make up 26%.  By comparison in 2007, days spent on initial attack accounted for 48% of our work activities while single resource assignments comprised only 13% of our utiliaztion.

Leading Edge’s contract Twin Otter, Jumper 14, flew a total of 73.4 hours on a 115 day contract. 

Rick Tidwell was primary pilot and Nels Jensen flew relief .   Flight Hour Breakdown:   

63.3 hours were flown on Smokejumper Missions; 5.7 hours were flown on paracargo or firefighter transport missions; and 4.4 hours were flown on administrative flights.

All Resource Activities
Where did we go and what did we do?  Below is a graph showing the number of assignments Grangeville smokejumpers filled, the geographical areas we worked in, and the main category of work which was performed.  
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Significant Actions:
Rattlesnake Fire, Nez Perce National Forest
The Rattlesnake fire was started August 5, 2008 by rafters along the Selway River at Rattlesnake bar.  Due to windy conditions and steep terrain, it quickly grew to 200 acres.  The Moose Creek Ranger District had jurisdiction over the incident.  Although the fire was in a traditional fire use area, it could not be classified as fire use due to the circumstances of its ignition, so an Appropriate Management Response strategy of Confine/Contain was adopted.   Point source protection for the Shearer Guard Station, the Selway Lodge, and several pack bridges were the priority for resources that would be assigned.    The district requested an ICT3 to manage the incident which was supplied by the Grangeville smokejumpers as well as a trainee.    


The jumpers and a compliment of 12 additional firefighters were flown into the Shearer Air Strip at 0700 on August 6, utilizing Grangeville’s Twin Otter for transport.  These personnel began triaging structure protection needs while smokejumpers at Grangeville and Missoula readied pumps, structure protection equipment, tools, and food supplies for Paracargo support to the incident.   McCall’s Twin Otter was brought toGrangeville to cover initial attack responsibilities while J-14 completed logistical flights of personnel into Shearer Airstrip, and paracargo to the Selway Lodge.   


Over the next five days, cabin wrap and water handling equipment totaling 6400 lbs was delivered to the Rattlesnake fire via paracargo.  The jumpers coordinated the reception of the equipment as well as the development and implementation of a structure protection plan and a firing plan for the Selway Lodge.  They  coordinated with the district to establish management action points for implementation of their plans depending on fire activity and risk to structures in the river corridor.


By August 10th, natural barriers and well timed checking actions along the flank of the fire nearest the structures combined with cooler weather had decreased the probability of the fire becoming a problem and the fire was turned over to a district ICT4.  


On August 21,  a Grangeville smokejumper replaced the disctrict ICT4 and due to cooler weather and a favorable extended forecast, reccommended removing much of the structure protection equipment.  The jumpers facilitated  removal of equipment and demobing of personnel aboard J-41, with the remainder of the supplies packaged for transport by packtrain at a later date.   

Porcupine Fire, Nez Perce N.F.
On the afternoon of August 19, fire weather conditions were ripe for the Porcupine Fire to rapidly develop from a single burning snag that had gone undetected for two weeks, into a running crown fire that grew to 2000 acres by the morning of the 20th.   Due to the fire’s proximity to the Red River Valley Community and a multitude of other resource values, a Type 3 Incident Commander were requested for the fire.  

Grangeville Dispatch Center mobilized the Zone Type 3 Incident Management Team.   The Grangeville smokejumpers provided a Type 3 Incident Commander to help the Elk City Ranger District manage the incident.   Under the Incident Commander’s leadership the Type 3 IMT successfully managed the Porcupine fire for 12 days until the district was comfortable with resuming management of the fire.   The Type 3 team was comprised of the IC and local fire management employees who filled Operations, Logistics, Planning, Finance and Information Officer Positions.  The team utilized a modified point protection strategy that allowed the management of the fire to remain at the Type 3 level, saving untold amounts of taxpayer dollars, minimized fire fighter exposure and resource damage, while allowing fire to play its natural role within the Meadow Creek Ecosystem. 
The Helitack Program on the Lochsa Ranger District  for the Clearwater / Nez Perce Fire Zone provides initial attack, passenger / cargo transport, extended attack fire support, water bucket work and natural resource management support on the Forests, Fire zone, Regionally  and Nationally.


The helicopter contracted this season was a  Bell 206 L-4 (767H) procured from Hillcrest Aircraft Company Inc. from Lewiston, Idaho. This is a shared contract with Region 3, the first 60 days are on the Santa Fe NF at Los Alamos, NM, and the aircraft moves to Musselshell on July 11, for the final 82 days on contract.  For purposes of this report, reporting was only for the 82 days based at Musselshell Work Center.


	During the 2008 season a total of 93.1 hours were flown by the Musselshell helicopter. The total fire flight hours were 56.4 and the total non – fire flight hours were 36.7. A total of 8 fires were initial attacked, 2 large fires were supported in addition to 2 initial attack support only fires.  Most of this activity was in Montana. The Musselshell exclusive–use helicopter transported 34,501 pounds of cargo, 270 passengers and 7000 gallons of water.  Total contract cost was $250,354.80
