INFORMATION AND APPLICATION

The Northern Rockies Geographic Area will be filling positions on the National Interagency Buying Team for the 2012 calendar year and developing an alternate list for the National Buying Team.  A National Interagency Buying Team is a seven-member team consisting of a leader and six members.  

The Northern Rockies will consider shared or rotational positions on the National Interagency Buying Team.  

Short buying teams may be established to support incidents within the Northern Rockies; short teams include one leader and at least two members.  

***EVERYONE interested in participating on a buying team in 2012
must apply using this process.***

AREA OF CONSIDERATION:  
· For National Interagency Buying Team (NIBT): All State and Federal employees within the Northern Rockies Geographic Area who have procurement authority to support multi-jurisdictional incidents nationwide are encouraged to participate.  
· For NIBT Alternate or Short Buying Team Support: All State and Federal employees with limitations to full NIBT team membership, procurement limitations, or special requirements are encouraged to participate.
