TITLE:  Custer State Park (CSP) Initial Attack
EFFECTIVE:  May 15, 2004

INTENT:  Identify standard procedure for dispatching CSP personnel to wildland fire incidents

PROCEDURES:  The following are steps taken by Great Plains Dispatch Center (GPC), Mt Coolidge, and CSP personnel.

1. Procedure used if Mt Coolidge is staffed and Mt Coolidge is reporting the incident:
1.1. Mt Coolidge will work up an azimuth or legal (azimuth is preferred), call this information into GPC via CSP Fire.  CSP resources should go into service with GPC in the morning before 0900 and will be dispatched following the closest forces method.  
1.2. The State Duty Officer will then be notified of the incident in CSP.

1.3. Then Custer County will be notified of the incident in CSP.  Custer County does not send resources into CSP unless requested to assist.

1.4. If more assistance is needed then what Initial Attack resources are available, GPC will contact Mt Coolidge to activate the Fire Guard.

2. Procedure used if Mt Coolidge is not reporting the fire
2.1. GPC will notify Mt Coolidge via CSP Fire giving them a general location of the report.  Mt Coolidge can glass the area and notify GPC of findings.  If an incident is found, all units will follow the procedures above.
3. Procedure used if Mt Coolidge is not staffed
3.1. After receiving the report GPC will follow the same protocol as outlined in scenario # 1.
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
