5161.22a – To authorize the installation and use of red/clear lights and sirens on ICS Type 3-7 standard engines and other fire management vehicles in Region 2, Black Hills National Forest.

Red/Clear Lights and Sirens.  Region 2 engines including slip-on units may be equipped with red/clear lights and sirens provided they are justified and needed for safety.

Red/clear lights and sirens may be approved for engines and other vehicles which respond to wildland fires in urban interface areas or respond to fires along heavily traveled roads.  The decision to install red/clear lights and sirens on any vehicle is reserved for the Forest Supervisor and cannot be delegated.

All State and Federal vehicle laws and regulations governing the use of red lights and sirens shall be followed.  An Operating Plan and Job Hazard Analysis shall be prepared.  All drivers must also meet the requirements in FSH-7109.19, Chapter 60 for the type of vehicle being driven.  The following direction shall apply.

A. Red/clear lights will be used when visibility is impaired along roadways during a fire.

B. All firefighting vehicles traveling to initial attack fire situations shall 

obey traffic lights and stop signs and will not activate lights or sirens under any circumstances.

C. The driver shall not exceed posted speed limits.

The Regional Engine Specifications for placement of the warning lights shall meet State standards.  The light system should be a Federal Signal Type, compatible with a siren system.  Light domes should be clear with a red and white lens in each and the siren shall be mounted under the hood to meet OSHA standards.  Installation of all equipment shall be coordinated through the Forest fleet manager.
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
