MESSAGE:   FLIGHT STRIP FOR NICC JET for Knoxville Module #3 flight back to Knoxville Tennessee on 9/3:  

Arrive MSO at 0900; Load all 5 crews; Depart MSO at 0945 (mountain time).  Arrive Knoxville Tennessee (TYS) at 

(1535 eastern time).  All 5 crews are now in motels in Missoula. On 9/3, they will be weighed at 0700 at the MSO 

Aerial Fire Depot, then await arrival and loading of the NICC Jet for their 0945 flight on 9/3.  

 

Jim and John flight arrangements to Louisiana (Jim) and Arkansas (John): 

 Jim departs MSO on United flight 5613 at 1028, arriving Denver at 1225; depart Denver on United 318 at 

1313, arriving Houston at 1629; departing Houston on United 4098 at 1737, arriving Alexandria Lousiana at 

1836.  He will overnight there and turn in his time and travel to his dispatch office, then drive his POV home 

to Iota Louisiana on 9/4. 

 John departs MSO on United flight 5535 at 1234, arriving Denver at 1431; departing Denver on United 5266 

at 1633, arriving Little Rock Arkansas at 1932.  John will be met by his wife at the airport and will drive 

home to Hot Springs Arkansas
