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	Pass out the strips from the following page, 1 per group, and give them 5 – 10 minutes to determine for each fire. 
a) Does this fire need to be completing a 209, and if so, how often? 
b) Is this a Ctn or Comp Fire?
If there are less than 7 groups, review spare strips after the groups present their answers. Question 7 may be a good class-wide discussion. 
Answers – 1) Yes a 209 is required, with daily submittals. Ctn fire because Full Suppression 
2) No 209 is needed– discuss that Timber with Grass understory fuel type means that the carrying fuel is grass, and thus they need over 300 acres for size to require a 209. Ctn fire due to Full Suppression
3) Yes a 209 is needed, but only once a week due to a mix of strategies. Comp fire due to the mix of strategies
4) Yes it will still need a 209, but now it will be daily. Due to this change of the strategy, it will now be a Ctn fire.
5) Yes this fire still needs a Daily 209, however a conversation could be had with the GACC (and them with NICC) to see if weekly submissions will suffice. 
6) Yes has now become a Complex, so it will need a daily 209. It cannot be determined if this will be a Comp or Ctn due to strategy not being provided – typically they would be full suppression fires, but the fires all need to have the same strategy to be complexed together. The Individual fires’ 209s will be finalized and added to the complex.
7)This Fire does not REQUIRE a 209 at this time because it doesn’t have the complex team yet, meet the size limit yet, or meet any other requirements per the prompt. It could be argues the fire is on the verge of a “significant event” as well. It would be advised to start the 209 due to the nature of the incident to make sure that this fire is getting GACC and NICC attention. Ctn Fire.
