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WildCAD-E Overview Exercises (20 Mins) Handout 1
Instructor led exercises utilizing the WildCAD-E Dispatch Application.

There are multiple ways to start incidents in WildCAD-E.
1. Key board shortcut F9
2. Plotting lat/log on map and clicking New Incident Icon
3. Clicking new incident icon
New Incident Mapping
Create all Incidents with the following naming convention:
Your first name and Alpha Character.  Example – Kymberli-A, Kymberli-B, Kymberli-C, etc.

Creating new incidents
Exercise 1.1
1) Click on the key board shortcut F9.
2) Go to the map and search for Cades Cove, TN.
3) Locate Cades Cove Loop Road and Abrams Falls Rd Intersection and get lat/long in Degrees Mins Seconds.  Lat/Long Answer - lat/long is 35 35 31 x 83 50 42) or something close 
4) Click on Location (LOC) tab in your Incident.
5) Click the Use Map Button.
6) This will enter the lat/long from the point selected on the map. 
7) Name Incident with first name - A.

[image: ]Exercise 1.2
1) Click New Incident icon in toolbar. 
2) Open the map panel on the main screen using icon, then click the magnifying glass.
3) Type the following Lat/Lon in that field – 47 37.85 x 113 09.52 and click Go.
4) Verify by looking on map what is the prominent geographical feature? 
(Answer - Gladiator Mountain Bob Marshall Wilderness, MT)
5) Click on Location (LOC) tab in your Incident.
6) Click in the lat/long field in your incident B and click Use Map button.
7) This will enter the lat long from the point selected on the map.
8) Name Incident with first name - B.








Exercise 1.3
1) In the map panel layers select the Open Topo map layer.
2) In the map panel, click the magnifying glass.  You might need to make the map panel bigger to see the whole menu.
3) In the T/R/S (Township/Range/Section) field enter T16N, R8E S26 then select Washington State from drop down and pick the Willamette Meridian from drop down and click Go.
4) What visual cue on the map outlines the section?
(Answer – Blue Box Outline)
5) What is the prominent geographic feature in this section? Hint: you may have to scroll out 
(Answer – Mt Rainier)
6) What county does the point plot in?
(Answer – Pierce County)
– Have student zoom out to see the county line boundaries just south of the mountain.  
Instructor - Also have the students change between the 5 map layers to see how different layers display visually.
Exercise 1.4
1) Close and reopen map to reset your map defaults to the local dispatch.
2) In the map panel layers, select the Street Map layer.
3) In the map panel, click the magnifying glass.
4) Go to the Place Name Field
5) Type in Nira CG SL, and click GO Button
6) You will notice the place name saved location is slightly different from where it’s located on map.  Click on the road intersection for the Nira Campground Loop on Sunset Valley Road.
7) Click New Incident icon in map panel toolbar.
8) Name Incident with first name - C.
9) Notice how when the incident was started from the map, it attached the lat/long and T/R/S already into the Initial Lat/Lon & T/R/S fields.



Map a cross street or address in the search bar of the main WildCAD-E map panel.
