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WildCAD-E Overview Exercises (1 hour) Handout 2
Instructor led exercises utilizing the WildCAD-E Dispatch Application.

Incident Panels have the following components:

Incident Header, LOC (Location tab), RESP (Response tab), CMNT (Comments tab), ACTNS (Actions tab), DIST (Distance tab), FREQ (Frequency Tab), LOG (Incident Log tab), NUMBR (Numbers tab), NOTFY (Notifications tab), CONT (Contract tab), FIRES (Fire Information tab), ICP (Incident Command Post tab), AC (Aircraft tab), MU (Move up tab), IC (Incident Commander Tab), Questions tab – takes the name of the Incident type, FISC (Fiscal Codes tab), IRWIN (IRWIN Information tab), CONF (Incident Conflict tab), IWI (Incident within an Incident tab).
Incident panel tabs and documentation
Utilize Incident First Name – C that you already created and mapped.

Exercise 2.1
1. Filling out the Incident Panel Header
a. Open the first name-C incident you created in last exercise.
b. Select Unit Id as CALPF for the Los Padres NF.
c. Type (Incident) – Leave as Smoke Chk. (should be default for most centers)
d. Subtype leave as None.
e. Status you will leave as Open.
f. Incident Name – Should reflect student first name and - C.
g. Order Number is to reflect the Incident Order number as reflected in IROC.  Leave blank until it is a confirmed WF. Format would be CA-LPF-XXXXXX (should be entered once size up is called in Exercise 2.7). This also reflects on the incident pdf.
h. Discovery Date and time is auto generated when the incident it opened. 
i. Lock icon on the left side of the header will lock the incident header information, so it cannot be accidentally changed.
j. Map button will map the location entered in the incident.
k. PDF button will pdf the incident log, you can download to a location on your computer.
l. IWI will start a new IWI incident connected to the parent.  It will default the default incident type for the center.












Exercise 2.2
1) LOC Tab
a. Will have Dispatcher name, Response Area field is based on where the location of the incident plotted.  
i. The Initial Lat/long and/or TRS fields should be filled in based on the when you initially plotted the incident during that exercise.  The actual Lat/Lon fields will also be filled in, that is just a placed holder for until the actual location can be mapped.
b. Disc Acres – Should be left blank until it is a confirmed wildfire.  This is a field that will integrate data to IRWIN when filled in. Instructors/coaches – Have a discussion on why the header information needs to be correct before getting code.
c. Reporting Party is the name and number of who reported the incident information.  
i. For the exercise Enter Smokey Bear 800-123-4567.
d. Initial Report is the information given by the reporting party. 
i. For this exercise type the following information – large smoke column to the North of Nira Campground off Sunset Valley Road.  Instructor – Ask if students noticed that plots in wilderness. You can only tell if it is in the street map view.
e. Initial Location field is a free-type field that each center will have standards for. For this exercise type the county that shows up for the location at the bottom of the map in the grey footer section.  You can also copy text from the footer section.  For this Exercise Type Los Padres NF.  You can determine this by Unit ID and Zooming out on the map.
f. Actual Location field will be left blank until Point of Origin (P.O.O.) is confirmed.
g. Notes field is center specific.
i. Nothing to enter for this exercise.
h. Web Comment is a center specific field.
i. Nothing to enter for this exercise.
i. This Center has primary responsibility check box means this center has the data authority for this incident.
j. No Wildweb checkbox is used when you do not want and incident to show on wildweb.  This field is center specific. Leave unchecked for this exercise.
k. What do you notice about the fire location that would be important to let your floor supervisor and Duty Officer know?  - Near or in a Wilderness Area? YES San Rafael Wilderness must zoom out to see in street map view.
Exercise 2.3
1) RESP Tab
a. This tab is where resources will be assigned to the incident along with their responding status.  Instructor needs to go over run cards and explain how the columns work and suggested resources.
b. On the main screen, in the Resource Status Panel, click the Lineup dropdown and select SBD Instructor - Explain lineups 
c. Assign the following resources by clicking on it in the Resource Panel and then click Assign button on incident response tab.
d. The response for this fire on a moderate day will be:
i. 2 Engines – E44LPF, E343LPF
ii. Patrol – PAT42ALPF
iii. Overhead – BC41LPF
iv. Water Tender – WT23LPF (They will have to set drop down back to none and go to Water Tender to select.
v. Air Attack – AC Desk Will handle
vi. Air Tanker – AC Desk Will handle
vii. Helicopter – HEL528LPF
viii. Dozer – DOZ41LPF
e. Once all resources are committed, then you will select them all by clicking Select button and changing the Resource Status drop down to Responding.  Instructor – Explain you can also use Cntrl & click resources to multi-status select resources.
f. You can click the Select button to status all resources at once or individually.
g. Comments typed in the Comment line will be auto logged in the incident LOG tab.

Exercise 2.4
1) LOG Tab
a. All incident documentation is entered into the Log tab.  Phone calls, radio traffic, and inter-office communications.
b. From – who the communication is from
c. To – Who the communication is too
d. Log entry field – A summary of the communication goes here.  It is a good idea to capture both sides of the conversation when applicable, so if there is ever a question it can be clarified. 
e. Enter Initial caller’s smoke report information and phone number into incident log tab.
f. Phone call from Duty Officer Ken Smith “I am working on getting approval for use of Chainsaws and Helicopters in the wilderness if needed” (Students should enter in Log and fires tab mark wilderness box)
g. Radio Traffic E-343 calls into to notify you they are on scene.  (Students should go resp tab and status E-343 on scene.)
Exercise 2.5
1) FREQ Tab	
a. This tab is where you assign and maintain assigned frequencies for this incident.
b. Each center will have SOP’s on who and how frequencies get assigned.
c. Click the Frequency Type drop down in the lower 1/3 of the tab.
i. Select Air to Ground and pick LPF A/G 41 – 167.4750 (Primary) and click Add button.
ii. The frequency selected then shows in the top box as an assigned frequency.
d. Return to drop down and select Command FN, select LPF 164.9125T – Chews Ridge.  This will move up to assigned frequency box.



Exercise 2.6
1) IC Tab
a. Click the IC tab and click the plus sign to add the current IC.
b. This will add a new line, click the box at the left.  Click in the name column.
c. Enter the IC Name – ICT4 Woodsy Owl and click the Effective date column, enter current date and time.  Formatted 1/28/25 @ 1645.  (Students should enter on IC tab)
d. Click the save button (disk Icon) to set the IC.
e. ICT4 Trainee is Rick Black same effective date and time. (Students should enter on IC tab)
f. Some Centers want the IC type entered as well, so follow the SOP’s.
g. This field should be updated every time the IC changes.

Exercise 2.7
1) FIRES Tab
a. You are given a snapshot size up when E343 arrives on scene.
i. “Burning in Timber and Grass, on FS Jurisdiction, looks to be about 5 acres, with winds NE at 5mph, fire is on a 20% slope SE aspect showing moderate rate of spread. Have a Type 4 IC Woodsy Owl. No known hazards or structures threatened, access is the Nira Campground Loop off Sunset Valley Road.”
ii. Fill in the appropriate fields in the Fires tab.
iii. Is there anywhere else this information should be documented? Log Tab
b. INSTRUCTOR have Class discussion covering the remaining fields:
i. Fire Growth (IrWIN)
ii. Initial and Fire Report radial buttons – INSTRUCTOR cover these fields so that they are prepared for centers that utilize them for Full Sizeups and Fire Report information.  LPF has a limited example, since it is the same info as above.  Other Centers have full size up Card and Information for Final Fire Report. Emphasize they need to review and follow center SOP’s.
iii. Fire # and use of auto function
iv. Subunit and use of auto function 
v. Acres and Cls ((auto populated)(IrWIN))
vi. Land Stat
vii. Elevation
viii. Wilderness check box (shows on reports)
ix. Contained, Controlled and Out Dates and Times 
x. Fire Cause (LPF has no data – do we need to add to every course)

Exercise 2.8
1) FISC tab
a. You will want to wait and have a discussion with the Floor Coordinator before doing anything with codes.
b. Click the FISC tab.  This is where fiscal codes are pulled or managed for the incident depending on the code needed. Coaches / Instructors -Have a discussion on why the header information needs to be correct before getting code.
c. You can pull a fiscal code for any FI or False Alarm incident type using the get fire code button.  Certain fields must be completed within the incident to pull a code through IRWIN. 
i. Incident named, mapped, correct incident type selected, Date & time is auto generated, discovery acres.
d. All other codes can be typed in the Other Fiscal Codes field.
e. ABCD Misc. Codes and be typed in their field or other field.
f. Remember to put in the FS Job Code and override.
g. If there is a reason to enter Unprotected Response Reason, use the drop down.
h. Check boxes must be checked before submitting for a code.  Some centers have it defaulted to always check FS Assist.  
i. Always follow center SOP’s and check with Floor lead before pulling codes.
j. Type P5EK5S-0507 (ABCD Misc. code) in the appropriate fields.
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Exercise results
You should have C Incident mapped and Header, LOC Tab, RESP Tab, LOG Tab, FREQ Tab, IC Tab, FIRES Tab, FISC Tab filled out with information.
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
