Description:  
To increase capability and experience in support of local Type 3 incidents and Large Fire Support within the local response area while providing training and experience to individuals with interest in logistical and finance positions.  Define and practice processes related to ordering and functional support of Type 3 incidents and Large Fire Support between Boise Interagency Dispatch Center, Boise National Forest, Boise District BLM, Idaho Department of Lands, Centennial Jobs Corps Center and those agency personnel under NIFC.

Target Group:
Agency personnel interested in support positions in the functional areas of Logistics, Finance and Dispatch.  For those local employees who want to help in the evenings, on the weekends, and for multiple days.
Prerequisites:
Having an interest through specific roles and responsibilities in making significant contributions to local emergency situations.

Content:

· LOGISTICS:  Covering responsibilities under both the service and support branches, including those duties under Communications, Food, Supply, Ground and Facilities.
· FINANCE:  Understanding the roles of what finance does and learning to be a Personnel Time Recorder (PTRC).

· DISPATCH:  Learn how to use the local statusing protocol for local opportunities/interest in support of Type 3 Organization and Large Fire Support.

· WAREHOUSE:  An extension of the Logistics at the Incident Command Post.  Tying together filling orders with Great Basin Cache and Boise Dispatch.
