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The Bureau of Land Management (BLM) in Richfield, Utah is seeking dynamic and energetic individuals to join the team in our Hazardous Fuels Program.  The Central Utah Fire Zone of the BLM is looking to fill one or more positions. These positions are seasonal or student appointments to serve on a fuels/wildlife monitoring crew.

The Hazardous Fuels Program designs and implements fuel reduction projects to reduce the risk of wildfires.  The Central Utah Fire Zone manages over 6.5 million acres of public lands in central Utah. The fuels monitoring crew, based out of Richfield, Utah will work on a variety of fuel reduction and habitat restoration projects.  Projects will include multiple vegetation types (pinyon-juniper, conifer, sagebrush and desert ecosystems) and may involve some extended travel.  Work is primarily outdoors often located in remote locations.  Travel to projects sites, including overnight camping may be required at times.  The fuels monitoring crew may also assist in wildfire suppression operations and may be teamed up with other fire resources for off district and out of state fire assignments.  All training, certification and equipment will be provided.  

Utah has one of the larger hazardous fuels programs within the BLM and is responsible for over 23 million acres of public lands within the state.  In the past 10 years, over 500,000 acres have been treated to reduce the risk of wildfire. Over 125 of these treatments have burned in wildfires and helped in wildfire suppression efforts.

General Job Duties:

The Central Utah Fire Zone fuels crew will work as a team to implement fuels treatment monitoring on projects located throughout the Central Utah Fire Zone.  The monitoring crew will work from May 18-October 1 with the possibility of an extended season depending on funding.  Initial employment will focus on agency and job specific training after which the crew will spend the majority of days working in the field utilizing a variety of fuels monitoring methodologies.  Extensive daily and overnight travel may be required to meet program and project specific goals and objectives.  In general, duties are as follows:

Training
· Agency specific driving, safety, first aid and BLM orientation
· S-212 Chainsaw Operations
· S-130/S-190 Basic Firefighter/Fire Behavior
· Annual Fireline Refresher
· ATV/UTV operations/certification
· Herbicide applicators license
· Forklift/skid steer operations

Duties
· Conduct fuels treatment monitoring; identifying plant species and analyzing the abundance or lack of plants present
· Establish photo points throughout fuels treatments 
· Flag boundaries of planned fuels treatments
· Utilize ATV/UTV to travel to project sites and to seed native grasses and shrubs
· Conduct revegetation and restoration treatments involving planting of trees, shrubs and installation/maintenance of irrigation systems
· Work with other fire fighters on the implementation of prescribed fire (pile burning/broadcast burning)
· Installation of range fencing
· Utilize GPS equipment to assist in project boundary layout and monitoring work
· Utilize firefighting equipment in the suppression of wildfires
· Office work requiring the use of basic computer and software skills
· Wildlife monitoring including greater sage grouse and big game

Work Environment
· Work environment is highly diverse ranging in elevations from 3,500 to 10,000 feet
· Hot, dry desert environments in the summer and cold, wet winter conditions
· Flat to steep slopes requiring a lot of hiking on rough terrain
· Remote project sites which, at times, will require overnight camping
· 4x4, trailer towing and winch operation requirements for unimproved roads
