SMOKE PARTICULATE
MONITORING KITS

The Remote Sensing/Fire Weather Support Unit (RSFWSU) at the National Interagency Fire Center (NIFC) Great Basin Cache in Boise, ID is pleased to announce the availability of 11 smoke particulate monitoring kits.  
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Each monitoring kit contains a METONE E-SAMPLER, mounting tri-pod, GOES satellite telemetry system, wind speed and direction sensor, ambient relative humidity sensor, and ambient temperature sensor.  The E-Sampler is a battery operated instrument and can run on an internal battery, an external battery, or AC power via the universal power supply.  

Monitoring Emissions on Wildland Fires
The E-Sampler kits provide real-time measurements of fine particulate matter (PM2.5) and are available for monitoring both wildfire emissions and prescribed burns.  Technicians do not accompany the kit; expertise in set-up and maintenance will have to be provided independently on-site. Ordering the E-Sampler Kits
The smoke monitoring kits are identified as “Kit, Smoke Particulate Monitoring – NFES 005840” and are ordered from RSFWSU at the Great Basin Cache through ROSS as a resource order.  Each kit must be ordered under a separate “S” (equipment) number through the local or incident ordering dispatcher.  Currently, the agency ordering the kits for project work will need to have a reimbursable financial code set up that covers $14,600 per kit ordered as well as $200 per kit for shipping from and back to the Cache.  In January 2011, the Cache expects to revise how reimbursable codes are used by project work, thereby easing the financial requirements of ordering the kits.
