	WILDLAND FIRE
	Wildland fire occurs in the park.

Type 11 is for those managed primarily or exclusively under protection objectives.

Type 14 is for those managed for primarily resource or multiple objectives managed for long duration.

	SUPPRESSION (MUTUAL AID)

	Wildland fire occurs on the Bridger-Teton NF (BTF) or Teton Co. jurisdiction.  Park resources are assigned to assist in the suppression effort under our existing Memorandum of Understanding (MOU).

Park resources are mobilized to assist with initial attack activity on a suppression fire on any unit within the Greater Yellowstone Area (GYA)+ under our existing Memorandum of Understanding (MOU).  Should the action extend beyond IA, a Support Action (Type 37) report would be appropriate.

	SUPPORT ACTION
	Park resources are mobilized to assist another unit (forest/district/park, etc - other than the BTF) in managing a wildland or prescribed fire.

Park resources are mobilized to assist the BTF in implementing a fire use action (RX or WFU).
