Teton Dispatch Critical Fuels SOP

The critical fuels page on the EGBCC site needs to be updated at least every seven days.  This update will be used by the weather service to determine if one of the several red flag criteria is met. Critical fuel determination is based on actual on the ground information, NFDRS, and a gut check from on-the-ground personnel.  

Normally the update will occur on Wednesday morning following the GTNP/BT conference call.  If the conference call does not occur, then Andy Norman and Chip Collins will together determine the need for critical fuels flagging for the Dispatch area.  Andy or Chip will enter the criteria directly unless they are not at a computer.  In that case Dispatch will enter the information.     Although, the call will normally be made during the weekly conference call, the following general criteria have been used as a guide for “critical fuels”

· 1,000 hour fuels less than 12

· Woody fuels less than 90 
· Herbaceous fuels less than 70
· Very active, fuels driven fire behavior
