Wildfire starts on 
County Protection.

911 dispatches county 
resources.

Incident Commander 
determines fire is beyond 
county's resources to control.  
DNRC will be notified that 
State assistance is requested.  
DNRC supervisor should be 
dispatched.  Additional Agency 
Administrators notified as 
needed.

County Commissioners 
request  State Assistance.

Assign State Assist Code

Incident Commander requests 
mutual aid. State will be informed, 
mutual aid resources dispatched by 
closest forces.  If aerial resources are 
ordered, then DNRC supervisor 
should be dispatched. Additional 
Agency Administrators notified as 
needed.

Fire is stopped within 
mutual aid period.  

Assign State Mutual Aid 
Code for State Resources.

Assign Federal Mutual Aid 
Code for Federal Resources

Fire exceeds mutual aid 
period.  

Federal Agency may 
determine threat to 
Federal Lands and assign 
Federal code.  Cost share 
may also be discussed. 
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
