This letter provides delegation and expectation to prescribed fire plan preparation, approval and implementation.  The descriptions contained herein are intended to work in conjunction with FSM 5140 and the most current version of the Interagency Prescribed Fire Planning and Implementation Procedures Guide.  This direction applies to all complexity levels of prescribed fire, Levels I, II and III.
All high complexity (Level I) prescribed fire plans will be approved by the Forest Supervisor.  The Go-no-Go approval can be completed and approved by either the Forest or Assistant Forest Fire Management Officer in my absence.  The following Line Officers are delegated authority to approve moderate and low complexity (Level II and III) prescribed fire plans:

All prescribed fire plans (Level I, II and III) must be technically reviewed, signed and dated by a prescribed fire Burn Boss who is, or was fully qualified at, or above the complexity level of the prescribed fire project.  The technical reviewer cannot be the same as the prescribed fire plan preparer on a given project.  Prescribed fire Burn Bosses who are delegated as technical reviewers on the Eldorado National Forest include:

Each prescribed fire plan will be developed and technically reviewed at the District level; and then validated in the Supervisor’s Office prior to approval (signature) by a delegated Line Officer.  Prescribed fire plans must be submitted at least one month prior to the intended implementation date to facilitate review, scheduling and prioritization.

Site specific prescribed fire plans are required for complexity Level I and II prescribed fire projects and will use the approved format.  Prescribed fire plans will address all of the elements identified in the most current version of the Interagency Prescribed Fire Planning and Implementation Procedures Guide.  Prescribed fire complexity will be assessed using the NWCG Complexity Guidebook (NFES 2474) to determine the complexity and risk rating for each prescribed fire project.  Mitigations identified in the complexity analysis must be carried forward into the prescribed fire burn plan.  Level III prescribed fire plans will not be used for any broadcast burn projects on the Eldorado National Forest; they are only to be used for pile burning projects.

Notice of intent to burn will be provided to the Forest Duty Officer and the Forest Prescribed Fire Manager (if in use) one week prior to the intended ignition date.  Information to be shared includes: project name, location, planned date, time of ignition and values at risk in the project area.  Actual ignition requires approval from the Forest Duty Officer or Prescribed Fire Manager after certification of contingency needs being met.  The District initiating the prescribed fire project is responsible for all required notifications, and required smoke management practices.
