ELDORADO NATIONAL FOREST
EVACUATION GUIDE
July 21, 2014

The objective of the Eldorado National Forest Evacuation Guide is to foster positive attitudes and safe and timely evacuations of injured employees, volunteers and contractors. 

The protocol on the Eldorado National Forest is to transport all seriously injured employees, contractors and volunteers by private ambulance or cooperator paramedic unit by both ground and or air to the closest medical treatment facility.  This specifically applies to cases where we do not know the extent of the injuries suffered by the victim.  Per Washington direction letter dated March 26, 2013, Subject: Facilitating Treatment of Traumatic Injuries (Appendix A).

El Dorado County Fire Department is the primary Emergency Medical Service (EMS) provider for all medical related responses within the unincorporated lands of El Dorado County.  These lands also include the congressional boundaries of the Eldorado National Forest.  Local fire departments have the responsibility to provide a medical response within their jurisdiction where it overlaps the Eldorado National Forest in all four counties (Placer, Amador, Alpine, and El Dorado).

All field related accidents and injuries shall be reported immediately to the Camino Emergency Command Center (ECC) via radio, cell phone or landline.  Camino ECC will make the proper notification to our cooperating agencies to provide a medical response to the incident.  Both air and ground responses will be determined by the responsible agency depending on availability of resources, location of the incident and the seriousness of the injury.  During normal duty hours, trained Agency First Responders may be dispatched to the incident to assist our cooperators.  Agency personnel responding to medical emergencies will have GPS capability to provide specific locations to responding cooperators and Camino ECC.  Camino ECC will make the proper notification per the Eldorado National Forest Notification Procedure.  After the incident/accident has stabilized, the responsible supervisor will contact Camino ECC to establish an incident number and ensure proper notifications have been made to responsible reporting officials. (Refer to Appendix C, Injury or Incident Communications Protocol.)

All personnel going into the field will establish a check-in, check-out procedure with the established duty officer, supervisor, or Camino ECC.  All personnel must have radio training in the use of the Eldorado Communications system.  Personnel going into the field must have a handheld radio and be monitoring the appropriate radio frequencies for the area where they are working.  It is highly encouraged that field going personnel have GPS capability to accurately provide specific location information.

All Office, Nursery, and Placerville Work Center related accidents and injuries will utilize the 911 emergency calling system to initiate an EMS response.  Office related accidents and injuries must be reported to the immediate supervisor, line officer and forest safety officer.  After the incident/accident has stabilized, the responsible supervisor will contact Camino ECC to establish an incident number and ensure proper notifications are made to responsible reporting officials.

It is permissible to transport via Forest Service vehicle an injured Forest Service employee to a treatment facility for minor first aid injuries such as cuts, scrapes, minor burns, twisted ankle, etc.
Camino ECC will follow the Pre-Determined Notification(s) Protocol that has been identified in the Emergency Operations Guide in the ECC.
The Forest will provide a hospital liaison if an employee is transported to a medical facility for treatment.
Incident within an Incident- Incident Management Team Guidelines

When serious medical/trauma incident occurs when an Incident Management Team (IMT) is activated on the Eldorado National Forest, IMTs will follow the Forest Evacuation Guide.  All serious accidents and injuries will be reported to the Eldorado Emergency Operations Center via radio, cell phone or landline. Camino ECC will make the notifications to our cooperators for both daytime operations and nighttime operations for them to provide a medical response to the incident within an incident.

The Eldorado National Forest will provide each IMT with a copy of the Forest Evacuation Guidelines via the Letter of Delegation.  IMTs will also receive a copy of the notification protocols for accidents, injuries, fatalities, a listing of medical treatment facilities and burn center locations.

It is permissible to transport via Forest Service vehicle to a treatment facility or provide basic first aid for minor injuries such as cuts, scrapes, poison oak, twisted ankle, etc.

Incident Management Teams will prepare an Emergency Action Plan (EAP) for their assigned incident(s).  This document will include the IMTs actions for handling medical emergencies, both night and day.  This will include ICP, staging areas, spike camps, heli-base and heli-spots and fireline locations.  On site ambulance services, paramedic qualified personnel and fireline EMTs will be incorporated into this plan.

Incident Management Teams shall make sure adequate resources are available based on the size and scope of operations.

An Aerial EMS Transportation Plan that addresses the utilization of hoist operations for both day and night time operational periods must be prepared and incorporated into the Medical and Safety Plan.

Incident Communications Protocol are also attached (Appendix C).  Incident Management teams are encouraged to use these tools, or develop similar protocols to expedite the emergency evacuation.  Each district has its own ICS 206 form (Appendix D Medical Plan) that identifies available medical facilities with close proximity to their unit.

I am pre-authorizing the use of the following equipment, as needed, for fire suppression purposes in the Desolation and Mokelumne Wilderness areas located within the Eldorado National Forest:

1. Smokejumpers and/or cargo drops

2. Rappellers

3. Helicopter bucket drops

Use of any other motorized equipment (chainsaws, pumps, vehicles, etc.), helispot construction, or the landing of any aircraft, air tanker retardant drops must be specifically requested at the time of need and authorized by the Forest Supervisor or acting prior to use in the wilderness.  

Duty Officers’ discretion must be used in determination of need and utilization of pre-approved resources, or the request of other motorized equipment.  

Dozer use in the wilderness requires Regional Forester approval.

In addition, for the same geographical locations identified above, I am pre-authorizing the use of aircraft for low level flights (<2,000 feet AGL) and landing (if necessary) for emergencies where the situation involves an inescapable urgency and temporary need for speed beyond that available by primitive means.  Categories include removal of people with a life threatening illness or injuries and search and rescue.

Appendix C
Injury or Incident Communications Protocol
1. Determine nature of the emergency;

2. If the emergency is a medical injury/illness, determine if the injury/illness is life threatening;

3. If the injury is life threatening, then clear designated frequency for emergency traffic;

4. Identify the on-scene point of contact by position and last name (i.e. TFLD Smith);

5. Ensure that the Medical Unit Leader (if assigned) is contacted immediately;

6. Identify number injured, patient assessment(s) and location (geographic and/or GPS coordinates);

7. Identify on-scene medical personnel by position and last name (i.e. EMT Jones);

8. Identify preferred method of patient transport;

9. Determine any additional resources or equipment needed;

10. Document all information received and transmitted on the radio or phone;

11. Document any changes in the on-scene point of contact or medical personnel as they occur.

Subject: Facilitating Treatment of Traumatic Injuries

To: All Employees

This letter provides additional guidance to assist employees, supervisors, and affected units in addressing
traumatic injuries, including those that are incident (wildfire) related.

The first priority in a work related traumatic injury is to ensure expedient medical treatment 1s provided to
the employee. We recognize the nature of an injury can complicate field treatment, stabilization, and
transport of traumatically injured employees. The seriousness of an injury may be difficult to determine;
therefore, all work related traumatic injuries will be assessed by the on-site individual with the highest
level of medical certification. This person will direct patient care and treatment until the employee 1s
released to the care of a senior medical professional (i.e., life-flight nurse/paramedic, ambulance
paramedic, emergency room physician, etc.) A seriously injured employee will be transported to the
nearest emergency room or trauma center. The home unit shall immediately assign a liaison to provide
assistance to the injured employee. The liaison will work with an Albuquerque Service Center, Human
Resources Management, Workers’ Compensation (ASC-HRM WC) case manager, communicating on
behalf of an incapacitated employee to his/her family, coworkers, supervisor, and directing media
inquiries to the appropriate public affairs/information officer and line officer.

General guidance 1n dealing with traumatic injuries sustained on an emergency incident 1s found in the
Interagency Incident Business Management Handbook, Chapter 10, and the Interagency Standards for
Fire and Aviation Operations, Chapter 7. As these publications provide interagency direction, please refer
to the steps below for Forest Service specific guidance on traumatic injuries involving burns.

e After on-site medical response, initial medical stabilization, and evaluation are completed, the
decision to refer the employee to a regional burn center 1s made only by the attending physician.
WC benefits may be denied in the event the employee is transported to a burn center without a
referral from the attending physician.

e The Agency Administrator or designee for the incident will coordinate with the employee’s home
unit to 1dentify a patient liaison to assist the injured employee with filing the workers’
compensation claim and coordinating with ASC-HRM WC.

Our goal is to ensure our injured employees are afforded quality medical care in accordance with the
Federal Employees Compensation Act.
