Update from Campfire Permit Committee – Ronald Hodgson  
1. Issue campfire permits via field or website.
2. Permittee must pass test via field or website before issuance of permit.
a. Test  on how to manage and extinguish –campfires
b. List issues that are current (ie. burn restrictions, forest closures)
c. Request e-mail from permitte to forward information.
d. Permitte will need to contact local Smoke Management Agency to assure it is a good burn day. 

Continue Campfire permit  discussion and web page.
	Maybe combine CAL Fire and Federal Burn Permits which may reduce confusion
· CAL Fire regulations follow PRC
· Historical information USFS/SCA Supervisor started burn permit issuance
		Positive side:
· Fewer permits issued without benefit of public education
· Website potential is Video (visual) followed by Test (if the permittee does not pass  give correct answer/information to reinforced positive response.  
· CAL FIRE LE-62A residential 4x4 burn pile has a set up in permittee checks off information box, however last box states that permittee agrees to terms.  This process saves time for property owner.  Link this process to burn restrictions, air quality etc.  giving public easy access to this information. 
· Also use of Google link for information on applicant to link with fire departments and permittee GPS locations,  Create a data base on permit use by county or zip code locations. (ie CalFire give out permit for 3 years public requesting on web maybe set up to be annual application)
