Number of positions:  Variable for Type 1 & 2:
The California Wildland Fire Coordinating Group is advertising for team positions on Type 1 & 2 California Incident Management Teams.  The open period for accepting applications is December 1, 2015 – January 15, 2016 at COB. This announcement applies to the following positions:  

· Type 1 and Type 2 IC Trainees
· Multiple Positions on Type 1 & 2 Teams
· Trainee Positions on Type 1 & 2 Teams


Qualifications: All applicants must meet qualifications using the current National Wildfire Coordinating Group (NWCG) Wildland Fire Qualifications Guide 310‐1 (October 2015), Forest Service Fire and Aviation Qualifications Guide (November 2014), California Incident Command Certifications System (CICCS) or California Department of Forestry and Fire Protection 4039. A copy of your most current Red Card must be provided for Federal applicants. Cooperators not utilizing the Incident Qualifications and Certification System must include a letter from their Chief certifying their qualification for the position. Forest Service employees must get approval through their Forest Supervisor.

Selection Criteria: Applicants will be considered only if a complete application package is submitted by the due date including your record of experience and training for the position (IQCS or equivalent), copy of your latest Red Card, and complete electronic application.  

Duration: The selected candidates will fill the position for 1 year.  Team assignments are normally 14 to 21 days, but can be as long as 30 days.  Teams are on a rotation, depending on the type of team, and generally teams are available for a given time period in the 2 hour, 8 hour, or 24 hour readiness positions.  If one team is assigned, the remaining teams for that time period bump up.  

Comments: In addition to team member applications, this advertisement is seeking applications of highly qualified and motivated USFS, BLM, NPS, BIA, USFWS, and State and local government department personnel to perform as IC trainee, on a California Interagency Type 1 or Type 2 Incident Management Team.  If assigned, the individual will be expected to serve not only in California, but on a national level in the assigned position.  

New direction for 2016 IMT members:  All IMT members must reapply annually.  There will be no shared positions.




How to apply:   Complete all applications for IMT positions within the ICAP system.  All IMT members must reapply every year.  The announcement will remain open and continuous; however all portions of the application must be completed in the ICAP system by January 15, 2015.    

The system now has the capability of uploading personal resumes.  We encourage each of you to do this, along with other supporting documents, as it will assist CWCG in making selections.

Attachment B – ICAP 

How to apply:  Read the Incident Command Application System (ICAP) Applicant Users Guide carefully.   It will be located on line within the ICAP program.  ICAP is available on the internet.
Applications may be incorrectly classified if there is missing/inaccurate information.  

ICAP is a web based system.  No software is necessary to download and install.  The system will run on MS Windows and Apple computers.  Access to the system is controlled by the USDA eAuthentication Security System.  While this system is managed and used by all USDA agencies for payroll and retirement information, anyone may request access.  EAuthentication has passed USDA CIO Certification and Authentication.  Link for log in or registration:  https://www.eauth.usda.gov/Login/login.aspx .

ICAP is run and managed at the USDA National Information Technology Center (NITC), Kansas City, Missouri.  NITC has passed USDA CIO Certification and Authentication.  Be sure to request level 1 access.  

Once you have created an account, you need to close the browser (Internet Explorer), and open a new one and go to the web site: https://fireportal.usda.gov

This portal is used to access the many web applications and information hosted by the Fire and Aviation Staff, with ICAP being one.  

The first time in you must request access to ICAP.  Select Request Access to a system from the Fire Portal menu.  Select ICAP.  You will automatically be granted access, and you will see the ICAP menu item.  Select that and you will enter and use the ICAP system.
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
