1. The Pacific Southwest Region Apprenticeship Program has recently increased the number of forty (40) hours of required Dispatch time, to sixty (60) Hours.  To help prepare apprentices prior to their arrival to LPCC, to minimize impacts on LPCC staff, decrease travel, module coverage, and payroll cost a pre-work packet will be available on LPCC Web Site for the Apprentice to obtain, complete, and submit to the District Apprentice Representative for grading prior to the Apprentice performing their time in LPCC.  The pre-work will contain questions relative to daily routines, mobilization processes, resource management and tracking, and Local, Regional and National processes and procedures. Successful completion of the pre-work will account for twenty (20) hours of dispatch time under Los Padres National Forest Apprentice Program.




2. Apprentices will need to attain a pre-work score of seventy (70) percent or higher in order to obtain the twenty (20) hours of dispatch time.   Apprentice should submit their completed pre-work packet to their District Apprentice Representative who will forward it on to the Forest Apprentice Coordinator for grading at least 2 weeks prior to their scheduled dispatch time.
           
3. In the event that an Apprentice fails to meet the required seventy (70) percent pre-work score, OR chooses to not complete the package, LPCC Staff will review the pre-work with the Apprentice on the first day and the Apprentice will need to complete 60 hours of time at LPCC.

4. [bookmark: _GoBack]Apprentices should coordinate their dispatch hours through their District Apprentice Representative.  District Apprentice Representatives will schedule Apprentice time at LPCC by logging into Los Padres Share Point Site https://ems-team.usda.gov/sites/fs-r05-lpfamts/_layouts/15/start.aspx#/ and locating and selecting open dates. The dates in which LPCC can host an Apprentice is between April 15, 2016 and November 15, 2016.  Apprentice Dispatch time will consist of twenty (20) hours for the pre-work and forty (40) hours spent at the ECC.  The forty (40) hours spent at the ECC will consist of four (4) consecutive ten (10) hour days.  LPCC staff does not schedule more than one (1) Apprentice at any given time.  The exception to this is if LPCC is hosting a Type 1 or 2 Incident, OR has increased Resource Ordering underway in the Expanded Operation they will can consider hosting 1-2 additional Apprentices.

5. If the Apprentice did the pre-work their graded paper will be given to LPCC.
