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OUR MISSION AND WHO WE ARE
Mission Statement

Our mission is to provide logistical support for all interagency emergency operations within the Southern California Geographical Area and Nationally as required.  Our goal is to provide excellent logistical support to the line, on the line, on time.
The Southern California National Interagency Support Cache (LSK) is one of eleven National Interagency Support Caches (NISC) set up across the United States to store, issue, and refurbish supplies used primarily in the suppression of wild fires.  The eleven support caches are also used, when needed by FEMA, to provide logistical and distribution support for all-hazard incidents as well.
Located in Ontario, California, the Southern California Cache serves a wide range of federal, state and local government agencies within the Southern California Geographical Area, an area that extends as far as Hawaii, Guam, America Samoa, and the Federated States of Micronesia.  The Cache’s ability to serve this expansive area is enhanced by the other regional cache in Redding California, and the close proximity to the GSA Fire Program warehouse in the Stockton/French Camp area of central California.
The Southern California Cache, being a National Cache, is an important partner in supporting the ten other Geographical Areas and their associated National Interagency Support Caches.  That partnership benefits all concerned, as when the fire season progresses across the country, so goes the flow of support of both supplies and qualified cache workers between the caches.

Although our primary focus is to support fire suppression activities in the Southern California Geographical Area, the Southern California Cache also has responsibility to support any other type of emergency, such as flood, earthquakes and any other natural caused disasters, throughout the country.

The Southern California Cache maintains an average inventory of $10,000,000 capable of supporting and supplying 5,000 firefighters and support personnel plus eleven 250-person Mobile Cache Vans (NFES 2069).  Staffing consists of 9 permanent and 6 seasonal positions, which provide the core leadership, knowledge and skills to direct a total workforce that can number 50 or more temporary and detailed personnel.
Except for January, the Cache is open for business year-round.  The employees use this month to perform a scheduled wall-to-wall inventory, restock, process new items, redistribute excess items, and test all pumps, chain saws, and generators.  As always, emergency incident support is an exception during this time frame.

Business varies from year-to-year.  The average LSK issues over the past 5 years averages between 12 and 24 million dollars of business.  The average fire loss/use for the Southern California GACC exceeds the national average of 15% but is getting better.
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
