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INTENT:  To describe the GPC Incident Card System used in the dispatch center primarily on the initial attack floor. GPC uses four different cards that are associated with varying types of incidents. Each incident will receive a GPC number and will be tracked using the following cards. All pertinent information such as incident name, management codes, incident project order number and date/time will be documented on each card. 
1.
Yellow Cards
Used for Initial Attack wildland fire incidents, false alarms, county assists and fire code requests within the GPC zone in conjunction with WildCAD. All documentation will be tracked in WildCAD and will be printed out and attached to the yellow card with the exception of the fire code requests they are just tracked on the yellow cards but not put in WildCAD.   

2.
Blue Cards

Used to process Resource Orders for both in and out of zone requests. Blue cards are to be attached to all resource orders that are not part of a wildland incident within the GPC zone. Blue cards will also be used to track miscellaneous incidents for example search and rescue. 
3.
Green Cards

Used for prescribed burns and pile burning projects within the GPC zone. Each prescribed burn will be initiated on a green card documentation will be attached or will reside in the prescribed burn folders in the filing cabinet. Green cards are also used to track accomplished acres for each day and the final acres for the project. The accomplished acres are then transferred to the sit report. 

4.
Salmon Cards

Used for Aviation requests such as recon and admin flights as well as flight following requests. Resource orders associated with these flights will be attached to the salmon cards. Aviation resources that are sent to Initial Attack will be tracked on yellow cards and in WildCAD. Out of zone resource orders for GPC aviation resources will be tracked on the blue resource order cards.
