Great Plains Zone Fire Training Nomination Process

Nominations for Rocky Mountain GACC training and any other courses found on the national fire training website (https://nationalfiretraining.nwcg.gov/) must be submitted through the following channels by the identified nomination due date.  Late nominations will not be accepted. 

For Federal Agencies:
All nominations must be submitted through the IQCS system unless the listing says otherwise. 

For State and Local Agencies:
Submit a NWCG nomination form to your agency training representative who will then forward to the Zone Training Representative (unless listing says otherwise).  Part I must be fully completed and signed by your supervisor.  Part II must be completed if applicable (especially if going to a California class). NWCG Nomination Forms can be found here:  https://nationalfiretraining.nwcg.gov/nwcg_nomination_form.

TO APPLY FOR A NWCG COURSE AS AN IQS (State and VFD) USER: 
100-200 Level Training Nominations WITHIN and OUTSIDE the GEOGRAPHIC AREA: 
1. Supervisor approved and prioritized electronic nomination form (see above) is submitted directly to the course coordinator. 

300-400 Level Training Nomination WITHIN the Rocky Mountain Area: 
1. Supervisor approved and prioritized electronic nomination form is submitted to the State Training Specialist.
2. State Training Specialist prioritizes for the agencies and submits electronic nominations forms to Zone Training Representative. 
3. Zone Training Representative enters all nominee information into zone training spreadsheet for the GACC and submits electronic nominations forms to Rocky Mountain Training Center (Randy Jacks).
a. On November 1st, the Zone Training Representative and GPC training committee co-chair prioritize all nominees based on a random rotation to keep things fair.

300-600 Level Training Nominations OUTSIDE the Rocky Mountain Area: 
1. Supervisor approved and prioritized electronic nomination form is submitted to the State Training Specialist.
2. State Training Specialist prioritizes for the agencies and submits electronic nominations forms to Zone Training Representative. 
3. Zone Training Representative enters all nominee information into zone training spreadsheet for the GACC and submits electronic nominations forms to Rocky Mountain Training Center (Randy Jacks) per GATR request.
a. On November 1st, the Zone Training Representative and GPC training committee co-chair prioritize all nominees based on a random rotation to keep things fair.
4. GATR uses spreadsheet to submit training nomination and regional priorities to the hosting GATR and NAFRI. 

TO APPLY FOR A NWCG COURSE AS AN IQCS (Federal) USER: 
100-200 Level Training Nominations WITHIN and OUTSIDE the GEOGRAPHIC AREA: 
1. Supervisor approved and prioritized electronic nomination form (see above) is submitted directly to the course coordinator or through IQCS as determined through listing. 

300-400 Level Training Nomination WITHIN the Rocky Mountain Area: 
1. Supervisor approved nomination is submitted to the Unit/Agency Training Officer. 
2. Unit/Agency Training Officer enters the nominee into the course session through IQCS and prioritizes for the unit (through Level 2). 
3. Unit/Agency Training Officer forwards the unit/agency prioritization spreadsheet to the Zone Training Representative by the appropriate nomination due date. 
4. Zone Training Representative enters all nominee information into zone training spreadsheet for the GACC.
a. On November 1st, the Zone Training Representative and GPC training committee co-chair prioritize all nominees based on a random rotation to keep things fair.

300-600 Level Training Nominations OUTSIDE the Rocky Mountain Area: 
1. Supervisor approved nomination is submitted to the Unit/Agency Training Officer. 
2. Unit/Agency Training Officer enters the nominee into the course session through IQCS and prioritizes for the unit (through Level 2). 
3. Unit/Agency Training Officer forwards the unit/agency prioritization spreadsheet to the Zone Training Representative by the appropriate nomination due date. 
4. Zone Training Representative enters all nominee information into zone training spreadsheet for the GACC and updates the Rocky Mountain Training Center (Randy Jacks) per GATR request.
a. On November 1st, the Zone Training Representative and GPC training committee co-chair prioritize all nominees based on a random rotation to keep things fair.
5. GATR uses spreadsheet to submit training nomination and regional priorities to the hosting GATR and NAFRI. 

Exceptions: 
· NAFRI courses: Use the IQCS nomination process UNLESS the course is not listed in IQCS or you are a non IQCS user then follow the nomination process on the NAFRI home page: https://www.nafri.gov/nomination-process
· Academies: Please follow the process posted on the website or flyer.  Nomination forms do NOT need to come through the zone even if it is a 300-400 level course.
· S420 process: Use IQCS nomination process UNLESS the course is not listed in IQCS or you are a non IQCS user then follow the instructions in the course announcement. All S420 nominations coming out of the Rocky Mountain GACC are processed the same. All required documentation is to be processed through your Unit/Agency Training Officer, forwarded to the Zone Training Representative who forwards to the Rocky Mountain Geographic Area Training Representative (RM GATR). The RM GATR works with other geographic areas to place you in the selected S420 course or in other geographic area training sessions. The Rocky Mountain Area Coordinating Group (RMCG) operations committee has the overall responsibility for the prioritization of nominees. 

GATR/Rocky Mountain Training Center Expectations: 
1. Hand written or faxed nominations will NOT be accepted. 
2. GATR will only accept training nominations (300-600 level) forwarded from the Zone Training Representative; do not go direct. 
3. The above nomination procedures are required for ALL nominees.  All geographic areas have agreed to a single point of contact for the most efficient coordination of courses.  This process allows for prioritization and tracking of nominations.  An incomplete nomination form could affect your selection to attend a course.
4. Be certain that all course prerequisites have been met prior to submitting a nomination form.  The individual signing off on the nomination form (supervisor) is certifying that the nominee is qualified for the course and to use funds. 

Great Plains Zone Training Representative and Unit Contact Information:
