Prioritization Process Flow Chart
All training nominations received (None IQCS and IQCS) for 300-400 level courses will be prioritized within the Great Plains Zone before final submission to the Course Coordinator or GATR.  The nominations are prioritized first by the Unit and then the Zone Training Representative after November 1st.

It is very important that you prioritize your unit nominations as we use that for zone prioritizations.  A completely random rotation is used when prioritizing to make it as fair as possible.
