DIRECTIONS

 FOR USE
Light bars will NOT be used on roads during travel to and from any incident under any circumstances.  All fire responses require a safe speed of travel. Responses will not exceed road conditions nor posted speed limits. Light bar use is approved only for on-scene protection in the urban interface and along heavily traveled roadways and where smoke impairs visibility and jeopardizes safety.


DISCIPLINARY

If operation of light bars is misused, disciplinary actions may take place, depending on the circumstances.
