ENGINE COMMITTEE CHARTER

December 3, 1999

The Rocky Mountain Region developed engine standards in the early 1990’s. The standards were targeted towards both chasiss and water handling equipment. These standards were developed for consistency, efficiency, cost effectiveness, and safety. In the spring of 1994 FMO’s and engine supervisors met to validate quality control of the program in safety and equipment standards. The current fleet  is sound and standardized. 

The Purpose of the the engine committee is to further enhance the program and to look into the future. Develpement of new standards need to be well documented with justification for specialized equipment.

1. Evaluate current equipment and chassis standards. Does the current standard meet the needs of the field? Does the interagency mission increase the need for different performance standards ( ruuning attack ect)

2. Develop and document chassis standards (GVWs, Crew cabs,engines, transmissions, beds types, tires and weights ect) 

3. Develop chassis maintenance standards, annual, monthly, daily.

4. Develop engine maintenance and inspection standards, performance testing, winterizing ect

5. Develop standard procedure checklists.

6. Develop minimum water handling equipment list in association with GVW.

7. Develop minimum other equipment list in association with safety (radios, gps, ect.)

8. Develop standard for red/amber lights.

9. Develop standard training requirements. Beginner, refresher, currency drills)

10. Develop crew standards.

11. Develop inventory and Safety Standards for ATV’s and Power Torchs. May be done through sunset task group.
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
