Enclosed are Regional Standards for ATV Power Torch Operations, Engine Operations, and The Strategic Plan for NFDRS and Weather Station Operations. The information was previously sent out electronically. I feel it very important that hard copies be distributed to managers and users to assure complete information flow and to assure these guides are being fully implemented. Some key emphasis items are:

· Be sure JHA’s are being fully utilized.

· Be sure equipment meets enclosed standards.

· Be sure equipment is properly maintained.

· Be sure personnel are trained and drilled in basic fire operations and safety.

· Be sure personnel at the ground level have a basic understanding of NFDRS and associated fire weather products. 

· Be sure task books and certification process is complete and accurate. 

· Be sure that Engine Operation Guide is in each engine and being fully utilized.

Future Regional standards that are being worked and/or considered with your concurrence are:

· GIS flight hazard maps, to include basic flight hazards, lines, dip sites, helibase/spots, icp locations, mtr’s, moa, ect.

· Fire radio communication guide, including standard equipment and proper use.

· Personnel grades and staffing standards.

· Chain Saw

Please be thinking about these and others that will make the program more solid and SAFE.
