Region Two is implementing a standardized numbering system for all Forest Service owned and leased fire engines.  The objective of the system is to provide consistency and continuity through out the region and to reduce confusion on the fire line. 
The system will utilize the state abbreviation followed by the national identifier for the Forest/Unit and then a number sequence. The number sequence will represent the type of the engine as the first digit.  The second digit may represent the district/zone number and third digit will be a sequential number referring to the number of that type of engines(s) per district/zone.  As an example, the identifier will appear on the engine as CO-RGF-631.  Interagency Fire Management Units may use their national approved unit identifier.  As an example, the White River NF/Grand Junction BLM (Upper Colorado River) unit may appear CO-GJC-611.  Units should strive to have unique engine numbers within the dispatch center zone of influence.

The full engine identifier (CO-RGF-631) should be posted on both the front and rear of the engine with a minimum of three-inch RED letters. The engine number (631) should be posted on the top of the front compartment doors on Model-52’s.  On type VII engines, place the side identifiers on an area that is most visible.  The engine number (631) should be posted on the top of the cab utilizing 18 inch black numbers for aerial recognition. 

This Regional Standard number system is to be implemented by June 1, 2004.
